
SAFETY IN THE SCIENCE CLASSROOM

In order to decrease the chances of accidents occurring in the science classroom, all students and visitors must adhere to the following procedures:

1. Horseplay, running, pushing and practical jokes are not permitted.

2. Never eat or drink in the lab.

3. All work surfaces must be cleaned after each use. Keep the desk and floor area clean at all times.

4. Broken and chipped glass should never be used.  Never clean broken glass….that’s the teacher’s job.

5. Always wash hands after lab activities. 

6. Note the locations of the fire extinguisher, eye wash station and fire blanket.

7. Report all injuries to the teacher immediately.

8. FOLLOW DIRECTIONS!

9. Do not handle equipment unless you have permission to do so.

10. READ ALL LAB MATERIALS BEFORE YOU BEGIN!

11. When necessary, ALWAYS wear eye protection!

12. PRIOR PLANNING PREVENTS POOR PERFORMANCE!  Be prepared before you come into the lab!
